- A right tum lane is required and shall meet tne minimum requirements in the Florida Design Manual (FDM) and shall provide a 

buffered bicycle lane. If the standard right tum lane requirement is not met, a Design Variafion may be required to be submitted 
during permit review. A continuous right tum lane alonp the SR 7frontage of the site Is not allowed.
