A. STANDARD CONDITIONS 

1. Notify the Department in writ ng a minimum of 48 hours prior to project commencement and a 
maximum of 48 hours after roject completion. Commencement notification should include such 
information as the intended sta date, estimated duration of construction, and the name and contact 
information of the firm contract d to do the work. Failure to comply with this condition may result in 
enforcement action. 

2. Any project caused environm ntal problem{s) shall be reported immediately to the Department's 
Environmental Response Line at 54-519-1499. 

3. All project generated solid was and/or spoil material must be disposed of in a suitable approved in 
accordance with current regulati ns at an upland location {not including surface waters and wetlands). 

4. Turbidity screens, silt fences, o equivalent shall be properly employed and maintained as necessary to 
effectively contain suspended s diments and/or runoff during construction activities. Dredging, filling, 
excavation, seawall removal, s awall construction, and other projects which result in similar degrees 
of disturbance to wet sedime ts shall in all cases employ turbidity control measures designed to 
effectively enclose the entire ork area. 

5. Turbidity levels shall be monitore and recorded if a visible turbidity plume is observed leaving the site during 
construction activities.

5. If a visible turbidity plume is obs rved leaving the site at any time, the licensee shall:

6. Single turbidity screens, booms, curtains, or equivalent shall be affixed, anchored, or weighted and shall 
span from water's surface to the substrate and shall be maintained as necessary during construction 
activities to minimize migration of turbidity into the adjacent waterways. 

7. Connected turbidity curtain segments shall be overlapped and tied at the top and bottom so as to prevent 
turbidity from escaping through gaps between segments. 

8. Turbidity curtains shall be deployed to effectively encapsulate the work area without impeding flow. 

C. LAKES 

1. Maximum lake depth is restricted to -35 feet NGVD. 

2. Note that fountains/aerators as depicted in the attached drawings contribute towards improved water quality 
(in addition to the shallower depth requirement noted above) and will be required as part of this license. 
Aerators must be maintained in perpetuity. Notify the Department in the event that the fountains/aerators 
are not installed within a month of availability of power supply thereto. 

3. Grass seed or sod, shall be installed and maintained on all disturbed areas within 48 hours of completing final 
grade, and at other times, as necessary, to prevent erosion, sedimentation or turbid discharges into receiving 
waters and/or adjacent wetlands. 

4. Lake banks shall have a minimum slope of one (1) foot vertical to every four (4) feet horizontal between the 
ordinary high water line to two (2) feet below the average dry season low water table as demonstrated by 
water management district or county maps. 

D. COMPENSATORY MITIGATION CONDITIONS (ON-SITE) 

1. Construction and installation of the Areas shall be in accordance with plans dated 07/31/2018 by the 
Department (attached) and associated information. 

2. The following steps must be taken prior to submittal of the Time-Zero monitoring report: 

(a) The source for the plants and muck (a minimum of 12-inches of muck required) for the wetland area 
shall be submitted prior to commencement of work. 

(b) Upon completion of the mitigation earthwork, the Licensee shall submit an as-built survey providing 
a Florida registered surveyor's certification of elevations in relation to design and surveyor 
verification of actual acreage for all licensed mitigation habitats;

(d) Plant installation shall not begin until after the Department has approved the as-built survey.

3. Once condition 0.2. has been approved, a Time-Zero monitoring report may be submitted to 
AWRLicense@broward.org. The Time Zero report is required within 30 days of earthwork approval and prior 
to any Certificate of Occupancy being issued for any structure on the site. 

4. A viable wetland system shall be established that replicates a natural reference wetland in basic structure 
and function. In order to assure that the Area(s) become self-sustaining, the following criteria shall be met: 

a. A minimum of 80% coverage by desirable wetland species after a two (2) year period and 
demonstration of persistence for three (3) additional years. 

b. Less than 2% coverage by invasive exotic and undesirable species is allowable if plants are 
dispersed and not concentrated in any particular area. Exotic and undesirable species include, but 
are not limited to, Melaleuca, Australian pine, Brazilian pepper, Bischofia, torpedo grass, primrose

willow, cattail, air potato and Syngonium. Treatment efforts should be tailored to prevent these 
species from becoming r productively mature. 

c. A minimum of 80% survi al of each planted species shall be maintained each quarter. An exception 
to this condition may b allowed where species composition, density of planted and recruitment 
species, the overall wetl nd condition, as characterized by the growth rates and viability of the Areas 
are of higher quality, as etermined b the De artment. 

d. Hydrologic conditions an soil characteristics are in general conformity to those specified in plans. 
Data from the permanen surveyed staff gauges must be collected every two weeks and submitted 
with the quarterly monito ing reports. 

5. Should the Department determin that the Areas are not achieving the listed criteria during some portion of 
the monitoring period, the license shall determine the reasons for failure and prepare plans that demonstrate 
clearly how the problem(s) will e corrected and submit such plans immediately to the Department for 
approval. Those plans shall be i plemented within 30 days from the Departments written approval. 

6. Introduction (direct or indirect) of Grass Carp (Ctenopharyngodon idella) is strictly prohibited. The Licensee 
shall properly employ and main in Grass Carp exclusion devices as necessary to prevent entry into the 
area. (for open water areas conn cted to other water bodies) 

7. Permanent physical markers de ignating the preserve status of the wetland conservation area and buffer 
zones shall be placed around th entire perimeter of the mitigation area a maximum 100 feet apart. The 
markers shall be maintained in p rpetuity. 

8. The licensee shall be responsi le for the successful completion of the mitigation work, including the 
monitoring and maintenance oft e mitigation areas for the duration of the plan. The mitigation area shall not 
be turned over to another entity ntil the mitigation work is accomplished as licensed and staff has approved 
the Time Zero mitigation report. 

9. Spoil generated from the excav tion authorized by this license must be used on-site or placed in off-site 
uplands and contained in such a manner as to prevent erosion into wetlands or other surface waters. 

10. The licensee shall provide any f ure purchaser(s) of this site with a copy of this license. 

11. Required water quality treatmen (including %" dry pretreatment and/or 1" wet detention as required by the 
appropriate jurisdictional agenci ) must be provided prior to discharge into any part of the licensed wetland 
mitigation area. The mitigation reas cannot be considered in, or used for, meeting stormwater treatment 
requirements. Stormwater from evelopment that abuts the mitigation areas shall be routed away from the 
mitigation areas through swales r other conveyances, and treated or discharged into treatment lakes at a 
distance adequate to maximize eatment prior to mixing with waters in the mitigation areas. 

12. The Department must be notifi d of any change of consultant/contractor during the construction and 
mitigation monitoring phases oft is project. 

13. The conservation area shall be e perpetual responsibility of the licensee and may in no way be altered from 
its natural or licensed state as d cumented herein, with the exception of its normal maintenance. 

14. Bird boxes and/or perches must e maintained in perpetuity in conjunction with the mitigation site. 

E. COMPENSATORY MITIGATION C NDITIONS (OFF-SITE} 

1. Off-site mitigation for the autho ·zed wetland impacts shall be comprised of 3.1 freshwater herbaceous 
mitigation credits in the Everglad s Mitigation Bank which shall be formalized via a modification of the Florida 
Department of Environmental P otection (FDEP) Environmental Resource Permit No. 132637 449 and/or 
13262249 as appropriate. Proo of the modification shall be submitted to this Department within 45 days of 
license issuance.

2. Pursuant to the "Agreement between (Florida Power & Light Company) and Browa rd County concerning the 
"South Dade (Everglades) Mitigation Bank", FP&L agrees to provide monitoring reports consistent with 
applicable FDEP license conditions to the County and to provide reasonable access to the bank by the 
Broward County staff for purposes of ensuring compliance with this Environmental Resource License and 
FDEP Environmental Resource Permit No. 132637449 or Permit Fi le No. 0193232. 

3. Prior to impacting wetlands, the licensee shall submit verification from EMS that 3.1 credits have been debited 
from the bank's credit ledger as mitigation for impacts associated with this project. 

4. Once purchased the mitigation credits for the Everglades Mitigation Bank shall be the perpetual responsibility 
of Florida Power and Light Company. 

F. CONSERVATION EASEMENT/FINANCIAL ASSURANCE 

1. Prior to any wetland impacts on site, a letter of credit must be submitted and approved by the County 
Attorney. The licensee will be notified when the documents have been accepted and work may 
proceed. 

2. The conservation area shall be the perpetual responsibility of the underlying landowner and may in no way 
be altered from their natural or licensed state as documented in this license, with the exception of restoration 
activities. Activities prohibited within the conservation area(s) include, but are not limited to: construction or 
placement of soil or other substances such as trash; removal or destruction of trees , shrubs or other 
vegetation (with the exception of exotic/nuisance vegetation) removal; excavation, dredging, or removal of 
soil material; diking or fencing; and any other activities detrimental to drainage, flood control, water 
conservation, erosion control or fish and wildlife habitat conservation or preservation. 

3. The licensee shall provide a Joint Letter of Credit to Broward County EPGMD and SFWMD as financial 
assurance for this project. The Financial Assurance(s) include(s) construction, monitoring and maintenance 
costs with a 10% contingency for the total sum of $718,744.40. After the time zero event and upon EPGMD 
review and approval of all information required in Specific Condition D.2, the licensee may request release 
of 35% of the total financial assurance. After two years of monitoring and maintenance and upon EPGMD 
review and approval, the licensee may request an additional 15% of the financial assurance. At the end of 
the five year maintenance and monitoring period and upon demonstration that the licensee has met the intent 
and all information requested in Specific Condition D.2 and D.3, and if necessary D.4., the licensee may 
request the release of the remaining financial assurance. All requests shall be made in writing to the Natural 
Resources Section of the Environmental Protection and Growth Management Department. The Licensee is 
advised that the financial assurance document must remain active until it is released by the Department and 
no portion of the Financial Assurance will be released by the Department until the Conservation Easement 
has been recorded. 

G. A COPY OF THIS LICENSE SHALL BE KEPT ON SITE DURING ALL PHASES OF LICENSED

If a petition is determined to be insufficient by the hearing 
examiner and the petiti ner has been given leave to refile by the hearing examiner, 
unless otherwise ordere by the hearing examiner, the petitioner must refile within ten 
(10) days of the renditio of the order of dismissal or the petition will be dismissed with 
prejudice. 
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(f) A sufficient petition for review or petition for intervention in the review shall, at a 
minimum, contain the following information: 

(1) The nature of the determination sought to be reviewed. 

(2) A short, plain statement of the facts which form the subject matter upon which 
the determination was made as asserted by all parties of record at the time that 
the petition is filed; a statement of the material facts in dispute, if any. If any 
party is unable to state the matters in sufficient detail at the time initial petition is 
filed, the petition may be limited to a statement of the issues involved; and 
thereafter, upon timely written motion. a more definite and detailed statement 
shall be furnished not less than seven (7) days prior to the date set for the 
hearing. 

(3) The specific determination for which the review is sought. 

(4) The specific legal grounds upon which the parties seek review of the 
determination. 

(5) A short statement of the petitioner's or the intervenor's substantial interest in the 
matter to be reviewed. 

(6) The specific section of this chapter on which the decision is based, if known, 
and the specific section that the parties allege should control the decision, if 
known. 

(7) A copy of the director's or the designee's written final determination. 

(8) A statement of the relief requested stating precisely the action that the petitioner 
wants EPGMD to take with respect to the final determination. 

(g) All pleadings or other documents filed in the proceeding must be signed by a party, the 
party's attorney, or the party's qualified representative. The signature of a party, the 
party's attorney or a party's qualified representative constitutes a certificate that he or 
she has read the pleading or other document and that to the best of his or her 
knowledge, information, and belief formed after reasonable inquiry, it is not brought for 
any improper purposes, such as to harass or to cause unnecessary delay or for 
frivolous purpose or needless increase in the cost of litigation. If a pleading or other 
document is signed in violation of these requirements, the hearing examiner, upon 
motion or his or her own initiative, shall dismiss the matter. 

(h) A petitioner or intervenor may request an emergency hearing to stay all activities or 
work conducted pursuant to the challenged license or approval. Such petitioner or 
intervenor has the burden of proof to show by a preponderance of the evidence that the 
continued activities would cause substantial pollution or degradation to the environment. 
An emergency hearing shall be scheduled by EPGMD and be held within five (5) 
days of said request or as soon thereafter as possible subject to the availability of the 
hearing examiner. The petitioner or intervenor shall comply with the notice provisions of 
section 
27-140){2)a. and c. and section 27-140)(3) and (4) of this chapter. 

(i) The petition for review will not stay environmental protection activities required for the 
remediation or mitigation of a site or facility, the protection of the environment or the 
health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Broward County, or the prevention of further 
environmental degradation. The person responsible for these activities must take all 
necessary steps to prevent environmental degradation and must conduct the 
remediation or mitigation activities required by this chapter. The director may allow 
these activities to be delayed until after the hearing examiner's decision by certifying to 
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the hearing examiner t t, by reason of facts stated in the certificate, a delay in the 
initiation or completion f these activities would not cause substantial environmental 
degradation or peril to Ii or property. The delay for conducting these activities may be 
subject to appropriate erms to ensure protection of the environment. The person 
responsible for these a ivities shall be responsible for any environmental damage or 
any violation of this cha er caused by the delay. 

(j) Notice and Scheduling equirements: 

(1) The hearing on t e review shall be scheduled within a reasonable time. It shall 
be the responsi ility of the petitioner to request through EPGMD that the 
hearing date be scheduled. It shall also be the responsibility of the petitioner 
to give notice in ccordance with this section at least ten (10) days prior to the 
hearing. 

(2) The petitioner sh II give notice of the hearing by: 

a. Giving p rsonal notice to all proper parties; and 

b. Publishi g notice on two (2) days in a newspaper of general circulation 
in the co nty; and 

c. Posting notice at a location determined by the Broward County 
Adminis tor's Office. 

(3) The petitioner sh II bear the cost of giving notice. 

(4) The notice shall ontain, at a minimum: 

a. A descri tion and location of the facility or the activity to be conducted 
by the p titioner; and 

b. The tim and place of the hearing. 

(k) The petitioner shall bea the cost of accurately and completely preserving all testimony 
and providing full or part al transcripts to all parties. 

(I) The hearing shall be a q asi-judicial hearing. 

(1) The applicant/ etitioner requesting the administrative review, any 
intervenor/petitio er and EPGMD shall have an opportunity to respond to 
and to present itnesses, other evidence and argument on all issues 
involved, to co uct cross-examination and submit rebuttal evidence, to 
submit propose findings of facts and orders, and to be represented by 
counsel. Membe of the general public who are not intervenors as set forth 
in Section 27-1 of this chapter are not parties to the proceeding. 

(2) When appropria e, the general public may be given an opportunity to present 
oral or written c mmunications. If the hearing examiner proposes to consider 
such material, t en all parties shall be given an opportunity to cross-examine, 
challenge or reb t it. 

(m) Denial, protest of, rev cation, or suspension of a license, environmental review 
approval, or any other a proval: 

(1) In regard to deni I or protest of approval of a license and any other review of an 
administrative d cision, notwithstanding (2) below, the petitioner shall have the 
burden of showi g, by a preponderance of the evidence, that the determination 
of the director as an arbitrary and/or capricious abuse of discretion, not 
supported by c petent, substantial evidence or not in conformance with the 
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essential requirements of this chapter. The hearing examiner shall not 
substitute his or her judgment for that of EPGMD on an issue of discretion 
even though the hearing examiner may have reached a different conclusion 
based on the same facts. 

(2) In an action to revoke or suspend a valid license or approval, the burden shall 
be upon EPGMD to prove, by a preponderance of the evidence in an 
administrative hearing, the grounds for revocation or suspension. The 
license holder or approval recipient shall be provided notice of the hearing 
and a copy of the petition stating the grounds for revocation or suspension as 
provided in section 
27-63 of this chapter. The petition shall state with specificity the acts complained 
of in order to allow the license holder or approval recipient an opportunity to 
prepare a defense. The hearing shall be conducted in accordance with the 
provisions of Section 27-37 of this chapter. 

(n) Findings of fact shall be based exclusively on the evidence of record and on matters 
officially recognized. 

(o) If the hearing examiner finds that the director or his or her designee has erroneously 
interpreted a provision and that a correct interpretation compels a particular action, he 
or she shall remand the case to the director or his or her designee for further action 
under a correct interpretation of the provision. 

(p) The hearing examiner shall complete and submit to the director and all parties a final 
order consisting of his or her findings of fact and conclusions of law.

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The quality of the 69.2-acre of wetland is poor and has been highly impacted by exotic 
vegetation and altered hydro ogic conditions resulting from previous agricultural uses and 
surrounding regional develop 

So after carefu l consideration f wetland impact minimization and on-site mitigation options for 
thjs project, it was determined hat the majority of the mitigation for wetland impacts will consist 
of on-site wetland enhanceme t and restoration. The restored areas will then be maintained and 
preserved in perpetuity. 

IX. MITIGATION PLAN 

As compensation for unavoi ble direct wetland impacts, on-site wetland enhancement and 
restoration will occur within 23.86-acre on-site area. Wetland impacts and mitigation for 
impacts occmTing on-site wet calculated using the Uniform Mitigation Assessment Method 
(UMAM) (See Attachments). he small deficit of mitigation will be compensated for at an off-
site mitigation bank. 

There will be 23.86 acres of w tlands that will be enhanced and restored on-site. This mitigation 
area will be excavated and gra ed to create herbaceous wetlands with higher areas of tree islands 
interspersed among the lower ·eas (Figures 6 and 6A). The proposed wetland enhancement and 
restoration involves reducing ainage and contouring the area to provide appropriate water 
levels for each habitat type. appropriate hydroperiod within the wetland area will sustain 
native wetland plants and gre tly increase the potential forage base for a variety of wetland 
dependent reptilian, amphibian man1malian, and wading bird species. Avian perches and duck 
boxes will be incorporated also o promote avian utilization. 

Habitat quality of the enhanced and restored wetland will be maintained by the removal of exotic 
and nuisance vegetation. A'er the wetland has been scraped down and contoured, the 
herbaceous po1tions of the wet~~nd will be planted with appropriate native vegetation, two and a 
half feet on center. Tree isl ds will be planted with trees 10 feet on center and shrubs and 
grasses planted five feet on ce ter. The plantings on the tree islands will be larger material to 
ensure diversity and survivabili

The wetland mitigation area will be placed in a conservation easement. The preserve area will 
be posted with permanent signs and boundary markers. Boundary markers will be placed at the 
back of lots abutting the preserve area. Signs will be at least 11 x 14 inches in size and will be 
posted in conspicuous locations along the preserve area boundary, at a frequency of no less than 
one sign per 500 feet. 

X. MAINTENANCE AND MONITORING 

The enhanced and restored wetland will be maintained in perpetuity and monitored for a period 
of five years. Quarterly and annual monitoring reports will include vegetation analysis along 
established transects, panoramic photographs and water level data. 

Monitoring of the on-site mitigation area will ensure success of the mitigation activities. The 
survival rate of planted vegetation is expected to be maintained at least 80 percent. The 
vegetative coverage is expected to reach at least 80 percent areal coverage by the end of the 
second year monitoring period, with at least 40 percent coverage achieved in the first year. 
Maintenance will be conducted in perpetuity to ensme that the wetland is free of exotic 
vegetation (as cwrently defined by the Florida Exotic Pest Plan Council) immediately following 
a maintenance activity and that total coverage of exotic and nuisance plant species should 
constitute no more than 3 percent of the total preserve area between maintenance activities.

XII. COST ESTIMATES 

T he estimated cost for miti ation activities including earthwork and grading, wetland 
enhancement, restoration and planting, buffer creation and planting, and required maintenance 
and monitoring is approximate! $718,744. The breakdown of these costs is as follows:

Response: The dredged material will be used for fill of development areas on the property. The 
material will be staged temporarily in a location adjacent to the lake. Best management practices will 
be implemented during the short time that the material is stockpiled. These BMP's will include silt 
fences placed at perimeters of stockpile when not actively worked to ensure no sedimentation during 
rain events, and implementation of a dust control plan when necessary. Dust control measure may 
include wetting of the stockpile, or covering of the stockpile if it remains undisturbed for more than 14 
days. Additionally, stockpiles will be located a minimum of 50' away from any surface waters, canals 
or drainage ditches. 

13. When all plans have been finalized, please submit at least one set of final project drawings signed and sealed 
by a professional engineer registered in the State of Florida (or provide a SHA-1 report). 
Response: No changes are proposed to the project Engineering Plans at this time. Upon review of our 
responses above, if any changes are required such as the addition of a fountain in the lake, then we will 
make changes and submit final signed/sealed drawings.
