It is the policy of the Board of County Commissioners to offer building code services to local
municipalities that seek to either supplement their building departments or transfer permitting
responsibilities to the County in an emergency/non-guaranteed supplemental support agreement.

The attached Interlocal Agreement for emergency/non-guaranteed supplemental support services
(Exhibit 1) authorizes BCD to provide building official, plan review and permit inspections until
September 30, 2026. Fees are assessed based on the most current County fee schedule and BCD
currently provides similar services to municipalities of Cooper City, Dania Beach, Miramar, North
Lauderdale, and Oakland Park.
