ANTIBES DEVELOPMENT II PLAT
PLAT NOTE AMENDMENT NARRATIVE

The applicant proposes to develop an overall 8.4-acre site with a multi-family community
known as Vista Clara Apartments at Deerfield Beach. The site is generally located on the east
side of N.E. 15t Avenue between the Dixie Highway Flyover and N.E. 5% Street in the City of
Deerfield Beach. The Vista Clara Apartments at Deerfield Beach project consists of a 6-story,

326-unit residential complex with an attached 4-story parking garage.

The overall development site is currently utilized as marina, vacant and residential. Five plats
are encompassed within the site. Two plats do not require plat note amendments (Cosden &
Bracknell (PB 6/PG 9), Riverview Terrace (PB 59/PG34)). Three plats do require plat note
amendments (Antibes Development (PB 150/PG 11), Antibes Development Il (PB 150/PG 26),
Pennell Family (PB 160/P 23).

A summary of the three proposed plat note amendments is provided in Table 1. The plat note

amendment requested for the Antibes Development Il Plat is provided below:

1. Antibes Development Il Plat
The Antibes Development Il Plat is currently vacant. An ancillary parking garage serving
the proposed multi-family development is proposed. The current and proposed plat note
