The Planning and Development Management Division has received a request to vacate a 25-foot
drainage easement lying within Tract B of Jacaranda Parcel 834 Plat, as recorded in Plat Book 133,
Page 28 of the Official Records of Broward County, Florida, and located at 1301 Southwest 80
Terrace in the City of Plantation. Vacating this drainage easement will provide clear and
unencumbered title to the property owner.
