Summary Explanation/Background
THE FINANCE AND ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES DEPARTMENT AND THE AVIATION
DEPARTMENT RECOMMEND APPROVAL OF THE ABOVE MOTION.

On March 12, 2013 (Item No. 1, Public Hearing), pursuant to Resolution No. 2013-091, the County
authorized the issuance of Fuel System Revenue Bonds, Series 2013A (Ft. Lauderdale Fuel
Facilities LLC Project) (“Series 2013A Bonds”) in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding
$40,000,000 for the purpose of making a loan of funds to Ft. Lauderdale Fuel Facilities LLC
(“Borrower”), in order to finance the costs of constructing a hydrant fuel system located at the
Broward County Fort Lauderdale-Hollywood International Airport. The Borrower has stated that to
achieve debt service savings, it will be obtaining a taxable loan, the proceeds of which will be used to
legally defease all of the outstanding Series 2013A Bonds. In order to accomplish this, it is necessary
for the Board to approve authorization for the execution of certain documents required under the
issuance documents for the Series 2013A Bonds.
